In 1954 Pat and her husband, Bob Burnley, launched what was to become
Kitchen Kettle Village. Starting out with a stack of two-gallon kettles and
gas burners they set up operation in their new two-car garage, making
jams and jellies. Over time, the garage became a tourist attraction in its
own right as visitors stopped to watch the jelly making process and enjoy a
sample along with a fresh brewed cup of coffee.

Today with two generations of Burnleys by her side in the family business,
. Pat vows she will stop coming to work “when it is not fun any more.”
She’s now enjoying a much more leisurely pace, but can be found in the
Village sometimes during festivals and special events.

Her signature Chow Chow recipe was developed over many years to create the perfect blend of
sweet and sour end-of-the-garden vegetables. Today it remains one of the Village’s top selling
relishes.

Born and raised in Lancaster County’s town of Intercourse, Pennsylvania, Pat Burnley spent the
first eight years of her formal education in a one-room schoolhouse, and learned to cook and can
from her mother. She also attended high school and Lancaster Business College, followed by two
years at Drexel University in their secretarial program.
